Action requested:

Participants of the Joint Group dealing with WTDC-98 Resolution 9 are invited to consider the attached proposals for the structure of the Report to be prepared in answer to Resolution 9 and the analysis of Parts I and II of the Questionnaire on national spectrum management (Administrative Circular (BDT- CA/08 and BR - CA/71)). 

Introduction

Resolution 9 adopted by the World Telecommunication Development Conference (WTDC-98, Valleta) requires the Directors of ITU-D and ITU-R to develop a report on current and foreseen national uses of the radio frequency spectrum. To assist the preparation of this Report, a Questionnaire on national spectrum management was developed jointly between members of ITU-D and ITU-R. This Questionnaire has been published as Administrative Circular (BDT- CA/08 and BR - CA/71) and circulated to Members and Sector Members with replies requested by 31 January 2000. 

There has been a very encouraging response to this Questionnaire with contributions from more than 60 Members. This should be considered as a rich harvest of information that will form a substantial part of the Report dealing with Resolution 9. Other material may be provided from studies available in ITU-R and ITU-D as required. Clearly, there are many ways in which the answers to the Questionnaire can be analysed and presented, the following proposals are intended to stimulate discussion during the meeting of the Joint Group which will take place in Geneva on 6 and 7 March 2000.

Structure of the Report

A proposed structure is given in Annex 1. The normal format for reports is proposed, including an executive summary. The analysis of Parts I and II of the Questionnaire should be dealt with in separate chapters. A number of annexes are proposed, using extracts from the contributions received, to provide examples of the basic tools used in spectrum management, for example formats of national allocation tables.

Analysis of Part I of the Questionnaire.
Part I of the Questionnaire in Administrative Circular CA/08 and CA/71 requested Member States to provide information on their national allocation tables for the frequency range 29.7 MHz to 960 MHz and technical parameters of equipment using this frequency range. It also requested Sector Members to provide the technical parameters of systems currently available for this frequency range.

There has been a good response from Member States and the relevant extracts from national allocation tables have been submitted. There is, however, considerable variation in the amount of details given.

This will be the most difficult chapter to prepare as there are many possibilities for analysis. A proposal is given in Annex 2.

Analysis of Part II of the Questionnaire.

Part II of the Questionnaire in Administrative Circular CA/08 and CA/71 asks a series of general questions on national spectrum management. It also asks for details of recent problems experienced and to specify what assistance from the ITU would be helpful.

Some form of categorisation of the questions will be necessary to provide a logical structure for this chapter of the report. A proposal is given in Annex 3.

It is noted that some of the questions relate to studies in other Rapporteurs Groups within ITU-D (Q12/1, Q16/2) and ITU-R (Monitoring Handbook). Although these groups may use the information for more detailed studies, the Report would be incomplete without an initial analysis of the relevant answers. 

Proposed further action 

A Chapter proposing further action is thought to be more useful than the normal “conclusions” chapter. There will plenty of material to be obtained from the answers to the problems identified in Part II of the Questionnaire.
