	Abstract: 

The above-mentioned distance course attracted an unprecedented number of participants. The ten-week course, which ran from 3 April to 10 June 2000, was followed by officials from regulatory bodies in Latin America and from operating companies, through the Virtual Training Centre (VTC). Over 120 officials from the Americas Region applied to participate, this being over four times the normal capacity for this type of course. Since it was possible to accommodate only 50 participants on this first course, BDT will be repeating it during the second half of 2000.

The course on telecommunication regulation comprises four modules: 1) introduction to telecommunication regulation, 2) licensing regime and market access, 3) interconnection, and 4) regulation of the radio spectrum. Each module includes a practical case study based on a country of the region (1 - Argentina, 2 - Peru, 
3 - Colombia and 4 - Mexico). At the end, a traditional (personal attendance) week is planned in order to discuss the specific topics and enable those who completed the distance course to meet in person and to discuss among themselves and with the tutor, face-to-face, certain key points.

The course is being translated and adapted so that it can be given in English and French, to which end new practical case studies are being developed, based on the regions in which the courses will be given.
