REPORT OF THE MEETING OF THE EDITORS FOR THE HANDBOOK ON NEW TECHNOLOGIES AND NEW SERVICES (NTNS)

Action required:  Participants are invited to give their opinion on the recommendations to the Study Group 2 meeting.

Abstract:  The document contains the output of the meeting of editors, and in particular some recommendations as to the publication of the Handbook on New technologies and new services and of the Handbook on Disaster communications.

1. Recommendation to TDAG by the Special Group on HRD regarding BDT manuals (and endorsed by TDAG) 
The meeting of the editors for the handbook on new technologies and new services (NTNS) was held from 18 to 20 July 2000. The list of participants is attached at Annex 3. 

The adopted Agenda is attached at Annex 1.

The meeting took note of the Recommendations to TDAG by the Special Group on HRD regarding BDT manuals and decided to implement them for the Handbook on New technologies and new services (NTNS). In particular, it is proposed to publish the Handbook in:

· A hard copy in the form of a binder. Each chapter in each Fascicle is self-contained (apart from Chapters 2 of Fascicles 1 and 2 where each sub-chapter is self-contained) in order to simplify the updating of the text. 

· Electronic form on the Web

· On CD ROM

2.
Finalization of the Handbook on New technologies and new services 

The discussions were focussed on the Fascicles 1 and 2, which were ready at the time of the meeting.
The two editors, Mr. John MAGILL (for Fascicle 1) and Mr. Brian MOORE (for Fascicle 2) explained their modifications to the Fascicles. On the basis of the comments of the meetings, they will revise the Fascicles and send the final version in electronic form to Ms. Natasa Gospic the overall editor with a copy to the ITU-D Study Group Secretariat by 24 July 2000. She will also finalise some chapters in the Fascicles and will send the two Fascicles ready for reproduction to the ITU-D Study Group Secretariat by 2 August 2000. 

In particular, 

· The Handbook should contain the latest decisions and recommendations adopted by the World Radiocommunication Conference in Istanbul, Turkey, in May 2000 concerning IMT-2000. 

· A preface should be prepared explaining how the Handbook has been prepared and its characteristics 

· A special chapter relating to acknowledgments to the contributors should be included in the Handbook

· The list of abbreviations should be put at the end of each chapter. 

· The titles of the figures and tables should be at the bottom, and not in bold and not underlined. 

· The figures will be numbered in relation to the relevant chapter. 

· A disclaimer should be put in the preface and at the beginning of each chapter mentioning that all the references to specific companies or products does not imply any endorsement or recommendations by the ITU.

The work distribution is attached at Annex 2.

This issue has already been covered under item 1 of the report.

4.
Issues relating to the publication of Fascicles 3 and 4 of the Handbook 

These two fascicles should be published preferably at the same time as fascicles 1 and 2. 

To this end, the following was decided:

The final version of Fascicle 3 is not yet in the hands of Ms. Gospic.  Mr. Ghazal spoke to Mr. Nehme during the meeting.  He promised to send the final version to Ms. Gospic by 28 July 2000. 

Concerning Fascicle 3, it was noted that this is an initial introduction to the subject, and further revision and expansion will be required.

Concerning fascicle 4, Mr. Bhatnagar from ABU has not yet sent to Ms. Gospic the introduction of the fascicle. In order to terminate rapidly Fascicle 4, the task of preparing the introduction was given to Ms. Gospic.

6. Draft recommendation to the Study Group 2 meeting 

The meeting agreed to recommend the following to the next ITU-D Study Group 2 Meeting:

6.1
The Handbook on new technologies and new services


· The Handbook on new technologies and new services will be published in English, French and Spanish. 

· It will be published on paper, on the Web with paid access and on CD-ROM as mentioned in Item 1 of the report.

· The 4 Fascicles of the Handbook should be published in early 2001. 

· For that reason, it is suggested that the Study Group 2 meeting in September give its approval for the publication of the Handbook. 

· The Handbook will be sold to the ITU-D Member States and Sector Members. 

· It should be revised during the third study period to take into account the evolution of technology. 

6.2 Handbook on Disaster communications 


· The first part of the Handbook is ready. If the second part relating to the operational aspects of disaster communications is ready for September meeting, it will be recommended to publish it by early 2001

7. Other business 

· The Reference Book on xDSL under preparation by the Rapporteur’s Group on Question 12/2 should be considered by the Rapporteur’s Group on Questions 15/2 and 16/2 during the ITU-D Study Group 2 September meeting.
