ITU-D Study Group 2, at its meeting in September 2000, considered your liaison statement on the output of the Working Group on the development of IMT (Document 8F/TEMP/15) and very much appreciates the work carried out by your Working Party with regard to Question ITU-R 77/8 and concluded with the following.

Work item 3 proposed to be handled by the Handbook Group is the major occupation of developing countries, taking into consideration that the majority of them are using GSM as their terrestrial systems for public mobile communications.

ITU-D Study Group 2 and, in particular, Question 9/2, is awaiting the outcome of the Questionnaire on the intentions and concerns from developing countries (we have learned that the text of this Questionnaire is still under consideration by you).  We appreciate expediting its approval.

The Rapporteur’s Group on Question 9/2 was unable to provide explicit comments on the topics proposed by you for the Handbook.

Please note that a Joint Group of ITU-D Study Groups 1 and 2 and ITU-R Study Group 1 was set up to implement WTDC-98 Resolution 9, Valetta 98, with the following task:

“resolves to instruct the Director of the Telecommunication Development Bureau

in close collaboration with the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau, to consider and implement an effective means to encourage and facilitate the active participation and contribution of developing countries, particularly the LDCs, in the work of ITU‑R, for the production of an ITU‑R report on the current and foreseen uses of the radio spectrum, based upon the ongoing work in the ITU‑R study groups, including inputs from administrations, particularly developing countries, Sector Members and Programme 2 of the Valletta Action Plan. This report should be prepared in stages, where the scope of each stage will be determined by the participants, focusing on, in particular, the needs of the developing countries,

instructs the Director of BDT

to invite the Director of Radiocommunication Bureau to make the necessary arrangements for ITU‑R to undertake the work necessary to prepare the report described above, so as to complete one stage of the report within the current ITU‑R study period.”

This Group is interested in Topic 1 of your Handbook as regards frequency bands below 1GHz.
