Abstract: 

We propose to add to the proposed new title of Question 9/2 the following phrase: “; encouraging them also to propose Questions addressed to those study groups, reflecting their needs”.  The revised definition reads:

“Question 9/2
Identify study topics in the ITU-T and ITU-R Study Groups which are of particular interest to developing countries and systematically, by way of annual progress reports, inform them of the progress of work on these topics as well as any resulting recommendations, in order to facilitate the involvement of developing countries in the work and for them to benefit from the results; encouraging them also to propose Questions addressed to those study groups, reflecting their needs.”

Background:

Document 2/215 proposes to change in the corrected Question 9/2 “Questions” into “topics”.  Our concern is that we may miss the idea we expressed in Valetta (Malta) in March 1998, namely to encourage developing countries to prepare and send Questions to ITU-R, ITU-D and ITU-T.  Those Questions define the real needs.  Developing countries will arrive at the meetings, present the Questions, and be involved in preparing the outputs: recommendations, reports or handbooks.  Israel will be pleased to assist in the preparation of these Questions.
