Progress status of Handbooks

2.1
Handbook on New Technologies and New Services (NTNS), Fascicles 1 to 4

Fascicles 1 and 2 were published in English in June 2001. The French and Spanish publications will follow during the same year. 

Further to the meeting of the Rapporteur’s Group held in March 2001, Fascicle 3 was sent to the BDT Director for consideration by the expert group created by the Director of BDT, Mr. Touré, according to Opinion D of the Policy Forum. The Group is expected to finalize the text of this Fascicle by the end of 2001.

For Fascicle 4, it appears that the latest draft may duplicate parts of the contents of the two new Handbooks under preparation by ITU-R Study Group 6 in the field of terrestrial digital TV broadcasting.  Fascicle 4 (already on the web in English, French and Spanish) may be subject to revision and editing upon the appearance of the above-mentioned ITU-R Study Group 6 documents as ITU publications.  The revision of Fascicle 4 is to be carried out by selected experts by the Director of BDT or a group of experts representing both ITU-R and ITU-D for follow-up activity to be covered by the 2002 budget.

2.2
Handbook on disaster communications

This Handbook was published in English in June 2001. The French and Spanish versions will follow during the same year. 

2.3
Teletraffic Engineering Handbook

This Handbook will be proposed for publication to the ITU-D Study Group meeting in September 2001. The first full draft version will be posted on the web (English only).  BDT should make some hard copies available at the meeting in Caracas.  BDT Secretariat will receive the final draft on end July 2001.  This version should not be put on the web.

For the September meeting a summary of the Handbook (not more than 20 pages) should be prepared by Mr. Iversen and sent to BDT Secretariat by 6 July 2001 at the latest. The International Teletraffic Congress (ITC) will test the Handbook with a course in Yemen.

3.
New Question for the next study period (Document 022)

After consideration of four proposals from Mr. Engvall (Document 2/230), Ms. Gospic (Document 26) and Mr. Mège (Document 22), a single proposal was made covering the following three topics:

(a)
To update by means of supplements the existing handbooks listed above in Chapter 


two, in order to reflect the rapid changes in the technologies. The contents of the 


supplements could cover the implementation of new emerging technologies and their 

operating results;

(b)
New handbook on “Renewable Energy Solutions”, providing practical solutions to the 
development of sources of energy for telecommunication equipment in rural areas.  
Case studies with suggested solutions developed for some developing countries, will be 
part of this handbook.  The Handbook on small-scale power systems for rural 
Information and Communication Technologies (ICT) under preparation by the Task 
Force of ITU-D Focus Group 7, on new technologies for rural applications, will be 
taken into consideration securing that duplication of work is avoided (Document 15).

New handbook on regulations for the purpose of type approval of telecommunication 

equipment.

The meeting took note of the Documents COM 3-R 27 from ITU-R, 8F/TEMP/102-E and 8F/TEMP/111-E from ITU-R Working Party 8F.
