ADVANCED FEATURESADVANCED FEATURES

� Dynamic reporting – combining information from 
different databases. 

� Charts – ability of view information in dynamically 
generated charts.

� Interactive mapping of data - mapping interface that 
allows users to select geographic areas of interest 
and create maps of specific indicators (e.g., levels of 
teledensity), liberalization of certain services, tariff 
information, and more.
