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Geneva, 26 June 2007 - ITU Radiocommunication Sector (ITU-R) Study Group 8 (SG 8) 'Mobile, radiodetermination, amateur and related satellite services' met in Geneva, Switzerland from 25 to 26 June, and one of the agenda items was the consideration for approval of a sixth interface for IMT-2000. Currently under study by ITU-R Working Party 8F (WP8F) ‘IMT-2000 and systems beyond IMT-2000’, ‘draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457-6 (Radio interfaces for IMT-2000)’ contains the newly proposed technology (OFDMA TDD WMAN) as a specific subset of WiMAX and debate is underway on the minimum criteria requirements necessary before the technology can be considered. If approved, this new terrestrial radio interface for IMT-2000 will complement the existing family of IMT-2000 radio interfaces (CDMA Direct Spread, CDMA Multi-Carrier, CDMA TDD, TDMA Single-Carrier, FDMA/TDMA) and is a direct response to the demands of ITU membership to find new ways of using existing radio frequencies for the continuously growing wireless marketplace.

Mr. C. Van Diepenbeek, SG 8 Chairman indicated that 'consensus was reached to finish the work as quickly as possible and that additional effort is required by setting up another meeting of ITU-R Working Party 8F to advance the difficult analyses and technical studies.'

The Director of the ITU Radiocommunication Bureau, Mr. V. Timofeev approved this approach indicating that ‘He hoped the studies would be mature enough and completed before any valid decision could be taken.’

SG 8 meeting concluded with a decision to hold the next ITU-R Working Party 8F meeting on 29 - 31 August 07 and the Republic of Korea offered to host the meeting.

The earliest opportunity for approval of ‘draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457-6 (Radio interfaces for IMT-2000)’ would be the ITU Radiocommunication Assembly to be held in Geneva from 15 to 19 October 07.

SG 8 were also successful in reaching consensus and submission for approval of a future Recommendation regarding technical considerations for Public Protection and Disaster Relief (PPDR).

Participants at the meeting of SG 8 included ITU Member States and Sector Member representatives of the wireless industry.
