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Abstract: 

Considering the importance of IPTV and the IPTV work programs underway in many different organizations, ATIS proposes that ITU-T consider initiating its dialogue on IPTV with a workshop and offers to host a joint ITU-T/ATIS workshop.

Discussion:

ATIS and its IPTV Interoperability Forum (IIF) recognize that IPTV is an extremely important topic around the globe, and that there is significant interest in initiating a dialogue on IPTV issues within the ITU-T.  
Given the importance of the topic, the IPTV work programs underway in many different organizations, and the need for sharing this information, ATIS proposes that the ITU-T consider initiating its dialogue on IPTV with a workshop. Such a workshop would enable interested parties to share information on the definition and implementations of IPTV in their countries as well as region-specific IPTV issues and requirements. ATIS believes that the understanding of global IPTV issues and requirements such a workshop would yield would provide a shared understanding of work efforts underway and a strong foundation for further consideration by the ITU-T as to the most desirable structure and format in which to address IPTV work. 
Should the ITU-T decide to proceed with a workshop, ATIS is willing to host a joint ITU-T/ATIS workshop on IPTV. Given the scheduled TSAG meeting in July, the reduced activity in August, and the Plenipotentiary in November, it appears the September/October 2006 timeframe could be a most appropriate time for such a workshop. We offer this suggested time frame but understand that other factors may impact when such a workshop could be held, and, as such, ATIS would consider other times as part of its offer to host such an event as well. 
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
