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This output document contains the working document text for NGN Release 1 requirements for services and capabilities. · lawful interception (not regional requirements)

· backup service versus customer capability to require different levels of service priority (as discussed in the meeting in relation with FGNGN-ID-215)

· requirements for user identification
