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ITU-T activities


Mr. Yu shaohua is presently Rapporteur of Q.7/17 in ITU-T Study Group 17 responsible for IP related lower layer protocols and service mechanism.  He has been actively involved in the standards work of the ITU in Study Group 17 (formerly Study Group 7) since 1997.  Under his effort of 1997-2000 and 2001-2004 study periods as both Rapporteur and editor, Study Group 17 had produced or updated three Recommendations covering X.85 - IP over SDH using LAPS, X.86 - Ethernet over LAPS, X.87 - multiple services ring based on RPR.  He has been very active in facilitating the cooperation between Study Group 17 and other standards bodies (SG15, SG13, SG11, IEEE802, IETF, MEF) dealing with IP related lower layer protocols and service mechanisms.  In addition, he has represented the ITU-T SG17 taking part in IEEE802 and IEEE 802.17 WG meetings.





Chinese standards activities


Mr. Yu shaohua also has been active for more than 10 years in Chinese communication standard association dealing with Chinese IP & multimedia communication standards study group.  He toke a role of vice chairman of Chinese IP & multimedia communication standards study group in developing the rules and procedures, which has produced more than 40 common standard texts.  He was also editor in establishing the SDH network management and TMN area, which is essential for Chinese ongoing work on SDH and DWDM transport network.
