He joined ITU-T Study Groups 5 and 6 in 1974 as delegate and then Rapporteur in both SGs till 1992. In 1992-96 Study Period he chaired the Working Party (WP) 3/5 of SG 5 for protection, earthing and bonding of telecommunication installations and in 1996-2000 Study Period he was chairman of SG 5 WP 3/5 " Human safety, power interference and EMI mitigation techniques". In the current Study Period he is the chairman of SG 5.
