The unit also contributes to policies and regulations, such as the eEurope Action Plans and the implementation of the Communication Services Legislation Package. For the latter, the unit works with the INCOM group (Inclusive Communications), made up of representatives of Member States, industry, user organisations and standardisers, in order to facilitate access by users with disabilities to electronic communications services.
