· Study of definitions and terminology relating to building confidence and security in the use of information and communication technologies  (Resolution 149);

· Review of terminology used in the ITU Constitution and Convention (Resolution 142);  and
· Study on the participation of all relevant stakeholders in the activities of the Union related to World Summit on the Information Society  (Resolution 141);
Resolution 140 on ITU’s role in implementing the outcomes of the World Summit on the Information Society (Antalya 2006) requested that Council maintain the Working Group on WSIS in order to:

· 12th meeting of the working group on WSIS (WG-WSIS) 
from 25 to 28 January 2008 (open to Member States and Sector Members); 
· fourth meeting of the working group on the participation study (WG-Study) 
from 29 to 30 January 2008 (open to Member States only).  

All meetings will be held in Room H at ITU headquarters, in Geneva, and will be conducted in English only.
