	Invitation to the 19th Meeting of Council Working Group on WSIS, 
10 October 2011 (13:00-16:00), Room H, ITU Headquarters, Geneva, Switzerland 


Dear Sir/Madam, 

The Plenipotentiary Conference PP-10 adopted the Resolution 140 on ITU’s role in implementing the outcomes of the World Summit on the Information Society, simultaneously requesting the Council to maintain the Council Working Group on WSIS (WG-WSIS) in order to facilitate membership input and guidance on the ITU implementation of relevant WSIS outcomes and to elaborate proposals to the Council that may be necessary for adapting ITU to its role in building the information society. 

The Dedicated Group on international Internet-related public policy issues was established as an integral part of WG WSIS, open only to all Member States, in accordance with Resolution 75 (WTSA, 2008), and Council Resolution 1282 (Mod. 2008). It is tasked to identify, study and develop matters related to international Internet-related public policy issues, to disseminate its outputs throughout ITU's membership, and to contribute to the work of WG - WSIS on international Internet-related public policy issues within the mandate of ITU pursuant to the relevant resolutions of the Plenipotentiary Conference (Antalya, 2006) and Council Resolutions (C08-1282, C09-1305).  Please note that Res. 140 (Rev. Guadalajara, 2010) requests the Council to modify Resolution 1282 adopted by the Council at its 2008 session to establish a working group of the Council for the Dedicated Group on international Internet-related public policy issues, open only to Member States with open consultation to all stakeholders. 
The PP-10 Resolution 172 on the Overall Review of the Implementation of the WSIS Outcomes has instructed Secretary General to carry out series of actions initiating preparatory process to the Overall Review (WSIS+10) and report on results to the Council. Simultaneously Council has been mandated to consider and decide on the Union's role in and contribution to the overall review process.
In order to carry out these mandates, the 19th meeting of WG-WSIS will be held from 
10 October 2011 (13:00-16:00), Room H, ITU headquarters in Geneva, and will be conducted in English only. Registration for this event will be carried out on-line the ITU website at http://www.itu.int/council/registration.html.
