Subject:	Proposed approval of 3 draft revised Recommendations adopted by Radiocommunication Study Groups 4 and 9 at their meeting on 15 January 1997


At the joint meeting of ITU-R Study Groups 4 and 9 (Frequency sharing between the fixed-satellite service and the fixed service) held on 15 January 1997, the Study Groups unanimously adopted the texts of 3 draft revised Recommendations, and agreed to apply the procedure of Resolution ITU�R 1-1 (see § 10.3) for approval of Recommendations between Radiocommunication Assemblies. The titles of these Recommendations are given in Annex 1.


Having regard to the provisions of § 10.5.1 of Resolution ITU-R 1-1, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 28 May 1997, whether your Administration approves or does not approve these draft Recommendations.
