Dear Sir,


1	Further to the entry into force on 22 November 1997 of part of the above-mentioned Final Acts, and having regard to Resolution 49 (WRC-97), administrations are required to submit to the Bureau the administrative due diligence information applicable to certain satellite networks and services (fixed-satellite service, mobile-satellite service and broadcasting-satellite service), according to a  timetable based on the date of bringing into use and regulatory registration status of the satellite networks.


2	The form RS49 form to be used, along with detailed instructions for completing it, was sent out to administrations with BR Circular letter No. CR/96 dated 2 June 1998.


3	In order to help administrations comply with Resolution 49 (WRC-97), the Bureau is providing, for information purposes, the attached list, established on the basis of information currently available, of planned or existing satellite networks for which the administrative due diligence information is required. Taking into consideration the timetable for providing the due diligence information as specified in Resolution 49 (WRC-97), in particular for satellite networks for which information was received by the Bureau prior to 22 November 1997, the list focuses on the most urgent requirements. Addenda to this list taking account of the remaining requirements will be distributed in due course by circular letter. In addition, a consolidation of these lists will be published in a new section added to the Quarterly publication of the Space Network List. The complete administrative due diligence information received for these networks will be published by the Bureau in the Weekly Circular.

Part DE	Satellite networks or systems not yet recorded in the MIFR nor listed in Part A above, for which the notification information under RR1488 was received by the Bureau before the date of  publication of this Circular letter (Resolves 2 and paragraph 13 of Annex 1 to Resolution 49 (WRC-97) refer).


5	Administrations are therefore invited to consult the attached list and, as appropriate, to provide the corresponding required administrative due diligence information by 30 September 1998 at the latest (this new deadline is due to the considerable number of networks involved and the workload in the Bureau).
