To the Director-General

Dear Sir / Madame,

1.	The World Radiocommunication Conference, Geneva, 1997 (WRC-97), adopted a partial revision of the Radio Regulations and decided by its Resolution 729 (WRC-97) that the necessary arrangements be made, as soon as practicable, for the notification of frequency assignments to adaptive systems and for their recording in the MIFR, taking into account the studies already undertaken. The purpose of this Circular-letter is to communicate to administrations the appropriate instructions for the notification  of terrestrial adaptive systems, in accordance with the provisions of Article S11.

2.	The Bureau is currently in the process of modernizing its information systems, and the current Frequency Management System (FMS) will be replaced by the new Terrestrial Radiocommunication System (TerRaSys). Although the processing design of TerRaSys has been completed, its implementation will take some time, starting with the first phase (relating only to sound and television broadcasting in the VHF and UHF bands) in April 1999. 

3.	As the concept of the TerRaSys differs from the one currently used in the FMS, the instructions below are relevant to the notification of adaptive systems only under the FMS. Once the new TerRaSys becomes operational for all services, new guidelines and instructions will be provided to administrations.

3.1	As indicated in Circular-letter CR/113 dated 18 December 1998, the new notification procedure shall apply as from 1 January 1999, as decided by WRC-97.  Therefore, the revised forms of notice for terrestrial services (e.g. notice forms APS4/A1, APS4/B, APS4/C), attached to that Circular-letter are to be used by administrations as from 1 January 1999.

3.2	A new symbol "AS - Station using a frequency adaptive system" has been inserted into table No. 6B1 of the Preface to the IFL (Appendix S4 item 6B refers) to be used in column 6B of the notice form when notifying an adaptive system.

3.3	The range of power control to be notified for adaptive systems (Appendix S4 item 8B as modified by WRC-97 refers) has to be indicated in two different entries of the notice form, i.e. in column 8B of entry No.1 the lower power value, expressed in dBW, and in column 8B of entry No.2 the higher power value, expressed in dBW, has to be notified.

3.4	The notification of the assigned frequencies (Appendix S4 item 1A refers) will have to follow the standard notification procedure of assigned frequencies. However, administrations may wish, instead of notifying all possible distinct frequencies to be assigned in a given frequency band, to notify only the centre assigned frequencies of each of the frequency bands to be used for the system, and to provide the information on the usable frequency range in each band on a separate sheet indicating the value of the difference between the maximum and minimum assignable frequencies (in kHz).  That information will then be recorded in column 13C of the current FMS.

The Bureau remains at the disposal of your administration for any further clarification you may require in relation to this matter.
