Implementation of resolves 5 of Resolution 533 (Rev.WRC-2000) - Requirement for coordination of submissions received under Article 7 of Appendices S30 and S30A with the WRC-2000 R1/R3 downlink and feeder-link Plans and Lists of additional uses

The World Radiocommunication Conference (Istanbul, 2000) adopted the revised broadcasting-satellite service (BSS) downlink and associated feeder-link Plans for Regions 1 and 3 contained in Appendices S30 (WRC-2000) and S30A (WRC-2000), and the downlink and associated feeder-link Lists of additional uses for Regions 1 and 3 annexed to Resolution 542 (WRC‑2000).

Resolves 5 of Resolution 533 (Rev.WRC-2000) instructs the Radiocommunication Bureau, inter alia, to review the requirements for coordination of the submissions received under Article 7 of Appendices S30 and S30A.

In this context, the Radiocommunication Bureau would like to draw the attention of your Administration to the arrangements necessary to meet the requirements of this resolves in addition to those indicated in Circular Letter CR/148.

The Regions 1 and 3 Plans and Lists of additional uses taken into account in this examination are those referred to in paragraph 1 above, with the modifications described in Attachment 1 to CR/157, dated 23 April 2001, which were endorsed by the Radio Regulations Board (RRB) at its 23rd meeting (Geneva, 14‑18 May 2001).

In order to implement resolves 5 of Resolution 533 (Rev.WRC-2000), the Bureau examines all of the coordination requests subject to Article 7 of Appendix S30 in the frequency band 11.7‑12.5 GHz and Article 7 of Appendix S30A in the frequency band 17.3‑18.1 GHz that have not been cancelled regardless of whether or not an associated notification exists. Administrations are therefore requested to check their own assignments, once published, and to apply the newly established coordination requirements only for those assignments that were not recorded in the Master Register prior to 12 May 2000 (see Note 7 a) in § 11.2 of Article 11 of Appendix S30 and Note 7 in § 9A.2 of Article 9A of Appendix S30A). The Bureau will apply the same coordination requirements in its examination of assignments notified under Article 13/S11 that were not recorded in the Master Register prior to 12 May 2000.

In the examination under Article 7 of Appendix S30 with respect to assignments for which complete Appendix S4 data (or Appendix 3 data, as appropriate) under the relevant provisions of Article S9 (or No. 1060, or § 7.2.1 of Article 7, as appropriate) were received prior to 12 May 2000, which were brought into use prior to 12 May 2000 and for which the complete due diligence information, in accordance with Annex 2 to Resolution 49 (WRC-97), was received prior to 12 May 2000 (see Note 7 b) in § 11.2 of Article 11 of Appendix S30 and the associated Note), only downlink Plan assignments whose characteristics, other than conversion of modulation from analogue to digital or a change from normal roll-off to fast roll-off antenna characteristics, have not changed with respect to the WRC-97 downlink Plan, may be identified as likely to be affected by those FSS assignments

In the examination under Article 7 of Appendix S30A, all assignments in the feeder-link Plan are taken into account because acceptance of interference from the assignments submitted under Article 7 of Appendix S30A is not mentioned in Note 7 in § 9A.2 of Article 9A of Appendix S30A except in respect of interference from those assignments recorded in the Master Register with a favourable finding prior to 12 May 2000.

Assignments included in the Regions 1 and 3 downlink and feeder‑link Plans with status "PE" (see definitions of column 15 of Article 11 and column 16 of Article 9A of Appendices S30 and S30A, respectively), and assignments in the Lists of additional uses adopted by WRC-2000, are taken into account based on their date of entry in the former Regions 1 and 3 Plans of Appendices S30 and S30A (WRC-97) as they evolved (see considering c) of Resolution 53 (Rev.WRC-2000) and its accompanying notes).

The methodology described in the Rules of Procedure (Rev.6), on Annex 4 of Appendix S30 (WRC-2000), as adopted by the RRB at its 22nd meeting, (Geneva, 5-9 February 2001), (see CR/160 of 14 May 2001) is used to calculate the pfd values.

The criteria described in Annex 10 to CCRR/8, as endorsed by the RRB at its 22nd meeting, are used to calculate the (T/T values and to apply the associated limit.

Annex 4 of Appendix S30, does not make any reference to station keeping. As in previous examinations, the station keeping error is not taken into account when applying the pfd mask described in that Annex.

The Bureau has noted that, in some cases, administrations have not provided effective gain contour diagrams for steerable beams with less than global service areas. In such cases, it is assumed that the beam's maximum gain is towards all points on the visible surface of the Earth, which may result in the identification of more coordination requirements than would otherwise be the case.

The Radiocommunication Bureau trusts that the information provided above will further clarify the way in which resolves 5 of Resolution 533 (Rev.WRC-2000) is implemented by the Bureau.
