Background
Resolution ITU-R 38-2 (Rev.RA-2000) is on the study of regulatory/procedural matters. As it indicates in recognizing and resolves 2 of Resolution ITU-R 38-2, the activation of Special Committee is the responsibility of the relevant WRC or the first session of the CPM authorized by WRC. Also, resolves 7 of the Resolution says that Special Committee will have a chairperson and at least two vice-chairpersons appointed by a Radiocommunication Assembly (RA).

Currently, RA will be held before WRC and the first session of CPM. Therefore, the chairperson and vice-chairpersons of Special Committee will be appointed prior to the decision of activation of Special Committee according to Resolution 38-2.

Proposal

The Republic of Korea notes that the appointment of chairperson and vice-chairpersons of Special Committee and the decision of activation of it take place at RA and WRC (or the first session of CPM authorized by WRC), respectively. If the activation of Special Committee needs to be decided elsewhere in RA, the Republic of Korea considers that the first session of CPM is more appropriate without authorization by WRC rather than WRC, because the output of activity of Special Committee goes directly only to CPM, not WRC. Therefore, the Republic of Korea proposes that the decision of activation of Special Committee, if necessary, should be made directly at the first CPM. 

If this is agreed, Resolution ITU-R 38-2 should be revised at RA-03.
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
