Available
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implementation of the 2004-2005 budget


This information document provides the required information relating to the implementation of the 2004-2005 budget, as at 30th of September 2004. The information presented in this document reflects the information provided in the Quarterly Report (Rec. 13.1), Third Quarter 2004, which is available on the ITU website at the following address:

The total expenditure of ITU-R as at 30 September 2004 was CHF 22.7 million, which represents 62% of the CHF 36.4 million current 2004 budget and 31% of the 2004-2005 Budget. Such savings are due to a very strict control of the Bureau resources as well as to the introduction of a budget implementation plan that helps in monitoring the limited resources available for the Bureau’s activities.

Third Quarter expenditure stands at CHF 7.5 million against CHF 8.3 million and CHF 6.9 million respectively for the Second and First Quarters 2004 expenditures.

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Some significant savings were achieved in the holding of the first session of the Regional Radiocomunication Conference (RRC-04), for an amount of some CHF 1.2 million.

Regarding both seminars, RRB and publications, the expenditure are below the approved appropriations.

For the first three Quarters of 2004, the budget implementation for ITU-R is in line with the implementation plan. In terms of expenditure, the implementation is slightly below the approved appropriations for 2004.
