	Availability of the Meeting Reports/Temporary Documents


Introduction

1
Currently, the following course of action and practices are used by almost all ITU-R study groups/working parties in handling the meeting reports/temporary documents:

1.1
Temporary documents which stem from the outcome of each working party/task group/joint task group and similar groups are issued as yellow papers and are available during the meeting of those groups. They are also posted on the ITU/BR website foreseen for each of these groups. These temporary documents are maintained on the corresponding website for one week after the end of the meeting of each group.

1.2
The formal report of each of the above-mentioned groups are known as the “The Chairman’s Report” which contain the outcome from each constituent sub-working group or Ad‑hoc group established during a given meeting of that group (the temporary documents relating to the report/outcome of that group) as well as a summary report prepared by the chairman of the group describing the course of action taken in each case and further work to be done, where appropriate.

1.3
Between the time that the Chairman’s Report is available and one week after the end of each group, there are no documents available for membership on the website.

1.4
There is no agreed time limit for the preparation of the Chairman’s Report since the matter is handled on a case-by-case basis and based on the wishes of each individual chairman. Some of the chairmen prepare and post their Chairman’s Report about a month from the end of their meeting and some others prepare their Chairman’s Report in much longer than that one month.

2
Discussion 

2.1
Many members who do not physically attend the working parties or task groups or similar groups and are not able to download the temporary output document while they are still on the website (during one week after the end of each group) and wish to study the matter and take any required follow-up action, have no access to such temporary documents.

2.2
Moreover, should any of the above-mentioned members wish to take up studies in relation to the invitation for contribution as usually indicated in the corresponding working party Chairman’s Report, they are unable to do so, as the above-mentioned reports are not available.

2.3
Consequently, there is always a sleeping/silent period between the end of the one week from the working parties meetings and the time that the Chairmen’s Reports, together with all required attachments, are available.

3
Proposal
In order to alleviate the above situation, it is proposed that:

3.1
The report of each ITU-R working party, joint task group, task group and other groups referred to in Resolution ITU- R 1-5 be prepared and posted on the website within 30 days after the end of the meeting date of each group.
3.2
All temporary documents relating to the activities and stemming from the work carried out by each group and posted on the website during the working period of that group be maintained to continue to be posted on the website for 30 days after the end of the meeting date of each group, or until the time that the report of the chairman of that group is posted on the website, together with all attachments.

4
Proposal for the availability of a draft summary report/conclusion of study groups
With the arguments referred to above, it is also proposed that the provisional summary report of each study group be prepared within 15 days from the end of the meeting of each study group and posted on the website for comments during seven days. Upon receipt of comments during that period, the chairman of each study group prepares within another seven days the final draft summary report which will be submitted to the subsequent meeting of each study group for approval.
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
