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QUESTION ITU-R 229/1

Improving the international spectrum regulatory framework

The ITU Radiocommunication Assembly,

considering

a) the provisions of Resolution 951 (WRC-03),

noting

a)
that the purpose of the Radio Regulations (RR) is to ensure a framework for the effective management and use of spectrum and not to constrain the development of existing or new applications and technologies,

noting further

a)
that Article 0 (preamble) of the RR indicates that the RR themselves provide for and, where necessary, regulate new applications of radiocommunication technology,

decides that the following Question should be studied

1
What are the emission, reception, and other relevant characteristics of the existing, emerging, and future applications, systems, and technologies which may require modification of the RR in order to improve the regulatory framework?

2
What means are there to improve the effectiveness, appropriateness, and impact of the RR, with respect to the evolution of existing, emerging, and future applications, systems and technologies?

3
What are regulatory options for modifications to the RR that address the considerings of Resolution 951 (WRC-03) and which might be considered by the Special Committee on Regulatory and/or Procedural Matters (SCRPM)?

further decides

1
that the results of the above studies should be included by the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau in his Report in time for the next World Radiocommunication Conference for the purposes of considering whether to place this subject on a future conference agenda; and

that the above studies should be completed prior to the next CPM.
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
