Methods and practices for digital  recording of 
television programme material intended 
for international exchange

The ITU Radiocommunication Assembly,

considering

a)
that the use of digital techniques for the production and recording of television programmes has pervaded television operations;

b)
that digital recording techniques are continuing to improve in respect of recording density, digital compression methods and recording  infrastructure, which range from videotape cassettes to magnetic hard discs, optical discs and solid-state memories;

c)
that while the number of  recording formats for programme material intended for international exchange should desirably be kept to a minimum, it should cover the most widespread television recording technologies and  infrastructure;

d)
that some applications, such as coverage of news events in isolated locations where it is only practical to take lightweight and compact equipment, require camcorders allowing economic implementation in a small, lightweight and disposable package,

decides that the following Question should be studied
1
What specifications for digital recording (on magnetic tape cassettes, hard discs, optical discs or solid state memories), can be recommended for programme material intended for international exchange?

2
What operating practices can be recommended for these applications of television recording?

further decides

1
that the results of the above studies should be included in (a) Recommendation(s);

2
that the above studies should be completed by 2007.
