REPORT OF THE  MEETING








1.	PROCEEDINGS





The 3rd Asia-Pacific Telecommunity (APT) Conference Preparatory Group Meeting for the World Radiocommunication Conference 2000 (APG2000-3) was held in Gold Coast, Australia from 4 – 8 October 1999. The objectives of the Meeting were to :





Develop APT input proposals to amend the draft Conference Preparatory Meeting (CPM) report;


Update APT common views/proposals on World Radiocommunication Conference 2000 (WRC-2000) agenda items;


Develop APT inputs to the 5th Meeting of the Inter-conference Representative Group (IRG-5) and other ITU-R meetings;


Develop necessary procedures and nominate country coordinators for coordination within APT Member countries during the CPM (Document APG2000-3/13); and 


Develop the work programme for preparation for the next APT Conference Preparatory Group (APG) meeting for WRC-2000.





The Meeting was attended by 181 participants representing Members, an Associate Member, Affiliate Members, Participating Companies of APT and International/Regional Organisations.

2.	OPENING





2.1	In his Welcome Address, Mr. Jong-Soon Lee, Executive Director of the APT thanked the Department of Communications, Information Technology and the Arts (DoCITA) and the Australian Communications Authority (ACA) for hosting the APG2000-3 Meeting.  He highlighted the objectives of the meeting and stressed the importance of coordination among the Members.





Mr. Lee also expressed special thanks to the Chairman of the the APT Conference Preparatory GroupAPG, Mr. R. N. Agarwal, and the Chairmen of the four Working Parties, Mr. Philip McGill (Australia), Dr. Katsuhiko Kosaka (Japan), Mr. Sharad Sadhu (ABU) and Mr. Kazuyasu Okada (Japan).





		














2.2	Mr. R. N. Agarwal, Chairman of the APT Conference Preparatory GroupAPG for WRC-2000, in delivering his address, welcomed the Members and conveyed his gratitude to the Australian Government and, in particular to the DoCITA and ACA for hosting the meeting.  Mr. Agarwal stressed the need for intra-regional and inter-regional cooperation in order to achieve results in the extremely heavy and complex tasks.

3.5	Progress Reports from Chairmen of Working Parties





3.5.1	Working Party 1





The Chairman of Working Party 1 (WP1), Mr. Philip McGill,  presented a summary of the past and planned activities in relation to the Agenda items addressed by WP1.





 WP1 addresses Regulatory and Procedural matters and other issues not addressed by the other three Working Parties in relation to WRC-2000 agenda.  This includes WRC-2000 agenda items 1.1, 1.2, 1.3, 2, 4 and 7.2.  WP1 also addresses agenda items 1.7, 1.18 and 1.20 passed onreferred to WP1 from WP2 and WP3.


The WP1 Chairman’s Report is in Document APG2000-3/17.





3.5.2	Working Party 2





The Chairman of Working Party 2 (WP2), Dr. Katsuhiko Kosaka, reported that WP2 was assigned a number of important tasks for preparation for the WRC-2000 at the APG2000-2 Meeting in Thailand (12-16 April 1999), including sharing considerations for terrestrial and satellite services, meteorological services, various types of  scientific services etc.  He said that preliminary views were drafted as an output of the last meeting based on contributions from APT Members.  Dr. Kosaka reminded that this meeting is the last opportunity to complete the large amount of work left in preparation for the CPM-200099.





Document APG2000-3/18 summarises the results of the last APG meeting and proposes a working method to follow by the Working Party.





The WP2 Chairman’s Report is in Document APG2000-3/18.





3.5.3	Working Party 3





The Chairman of Working Party 3 (WP3), Mr. Sharad Sadhu, gave an account of the activities of WP3 since its establishment at the APG2000-1.  He said that the aim of the WP3 is to prepare a consolidated document as an APT contribution to CPM-99.





As a result of its efforts, several APT contributions have been made to the International Telecommunication Union – Radiocommunication Sector (ITU-R) Inter-conference Representative Group (IRG) and the Group of Technical Experts (GTE).  In addition, WP3 has addressed the proposal from Morocco on Broadcasting Satellite Service (BSS) replanning in some detailpth.  Several Members have expressed their views on these proposals.





The APT Group of Technical Experts (AGTE) has concluded the following on the basis of replanning exercises carried out by the AGTE:





provide12 channels for all administrations in Region 3,


implementation of full digital planning,


feasibility of feederlink planning, and


use of channel raster (b).





A contribution based on the above was made to the GTE-4 which adopted the use of orbital offsets proposed by the AGTE at its September 1999 meeting.








An APG WP3 proposal to IRG on Region 3 Arc has not been successful and needs review.





WP3 has taken up a range of BSS replanning related issues.  The Chairman said it is to be expected that the WP would prepare APT common views and proposals to the IRG.  WP3 and WP1 have set up a joint group to address WRC-2000 agenda item 1.20 on restructuring of Appendices S30 and S30A.

3.5.4	Working Party 4





The Chairman of Working Party 4 (WP4), Dr. Kazuyasu Okada, gave an account of the activities of  WP4 since its establishment at the APG2000-2.





WP4 is responsible for matters regarding the Fixed Service, the Fixed Satellite Service and frequency sharing with non-GSO systems relating to WC2000 Agenda Items 1.4, 1.5, 1.8, 1.12 through 1.14.  The aim of WP4 is to enable the APT members to discuss and prepare common proposals on the Agenda items mentioned above.  DrMr. Okada said that the APT common proposals have been drafted at the APG2000-2 based on many valuable contributions from APT members, however some important work still remains to be completed.  He said that it should be noted that APG2000-3 is the last opportunity for preparation for CPM-99 and therefore he suggested that priority should be given to matters that are to be considered at the CPM-99 and related issues.





MrDr. Okada suggested that WP4 should apply a similar working structure to that in the previous preparatory meeting in order to complete the required tasks within limited time during the APG2000-3 meeting.

Australia and IATA spoke on the serious nature of the HF Interference problem.  Korea spoke on the importance of IMT-2000 issue.





Australia and Republic of Korea were asked to raise the matter at the APT Management Committee meeting.





Australia requested the APT to write to members asking that they cooperate in solving HF interference in aeronautical and maritime bands.





7.6	Next APG Meeting





The Japanese Administration confirmed that the 4th APT Conference Preparatory Group Meeting (APG2000-4) will be held in Tokyo from 31 January – 4 February 2000 and welcome the participants to that meeting.
