1- Delegates of some Administrations arrived during this week. Discussions started for the first time between some Administrations. Some new All-to-All Administrative Declarations were agreed, which may have some impact on the results of the 2nd iteration.
2- The definition of coordination areas between each pair of neighbouring Administrations started according to the guidelines in TD 31rev1. The concerned Administrations intend to:

- Adjust, generally in the sense of reducing, the number of Digital requirements in the coordination areas

- Submit One-to-All Administrative declarations for the Digital requirements outside the coordination areas.
