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RESOLUTION OF AFRICAN GROUP MEETING

Dakar, 25 – 29 April 2005 

The participants in the Information Meeting/Workshop for African Countries in Preparation for the RRC-06, which was held on 25 – 29 April 2005 in Dakar, Senegal :

a) Considering the intersessional activities as identified in the COM/5/1 Resolution,

b) Considering that a large number of African Countries had not submitted any digital broadcasting requirements by 28 February 2005,

c) Considering the need for tests to estimate incompatibilities through simulation  interactions of the countries requirements in order to prepare the draft plan,

5. Invite the Africa Group member countries to submit to the Radiocommunications Bureau  their digital broadcasting requirements by 29 May 2005 ;  

6. Encourage, the BR to try, if possible, to treat these requirements for the planning exercise by producing in a separate list in relation to the planning exercise.

This list, which will have no formal status in relation to the RRC intersessional process, will be used, however, to further develop the digital planning for the Africa Region ;

3. Invite member countries to prepare their requirements for the draft plan, which must be completed by 31 October 2005, using the results of the first meeting of the Intersessionnal Planning Group (IPG) and the list of requirements. Il is desirable that members’ requirements for digital broadcasting for the draft plan should be available to them at the Regional Information Meeting scheduled for 5 – 9 September 2005, for pre-coordination purposes ;

4. Invite African countries to submit their input requirements in the framework of the IPG or RPG meeting, where appropriate , on the following issues :

· Transition period ;

· Plan Modification Procedures ;

· Plan flexibility ;

· Case of countries having submitted an insufficient number of requirements. 

· Case of countries that have submitted no requirements.

5. Also invite the BR Director, in the framework of the COM/5/1, to help African Countries better prepare themselves for works related to the intersessional and RRC-6 activities.
6. Request the Administrations of Member Countries to assist NCG Group Coordinators in their activities.

7. Request the ATU Secretariat of the African Telecommunications Union, in the framework of the COM/5/1, to help African Countries better prepare themselves for works related to the intersessional and RRC-6 activities. 
· inform countries absent from the workshop of the need to submit their digital requirements  ;

· help countries which have not submitted any requirements, to do so, in collaboration with Negotiation and Coordination Group Coordinators ; 

· facilitate the activities of Negotiation and Coordination Groups (NCG).

· apprise the BR Director of this Resolution for appropriate actions.

8. Further Request Secretariat to implement this Resolution.
