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Abstract

This contribution proposes a rearrangement of the requirements identified in FG IPTV-OD-0024 Working Document on Requirements for IPTV to align them with the sub-clause headings.
Background
At the most recent FG IPTV meeting, i.e. 10-14 July 2006 in Geneva, a working document was initiated for IPTV requirements, viz. FG IPTV-OD-0024 Working Document on Requirements for IPTV. 
Discussion

This contribution proposes a rearrangement of the requirements to align with the sub-clause headings.  Additionally, this contribution also suggests rewording of a number of accessibility requirements so that they are more general in nature and thus apply to a greater user base.  Requirements that provide accessibly to overcome organic and inorganic dysfunctions are desirable.  For example consider two customers in a crowded sports bar, which has a number of TVs showing different sports games, where there is so much noise that it is impossible for a person with normal hearing to hear the broadcast audio clear enough to discern it.  A person with normal hearing cannot hear the program because of an inorganic dysfunction and a hearing impaired person cannot hear the program because of an organic dysfunction.  In either case, captioning provides accessibility.  In the following table, it is proposed that a number of the current accessibility requirements be replaced by requirements in other sub-clauses.  No proposed text for these requirements is provided in this document.
This contribution assumes that the document structure, proposed in a companion contribution, has been accepted.
