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1 Introduction
According to the working document “FG IPTV-DOC-0069” in the third FG IPTV meeting, we have the following information:
· TD-SM: An interface between IPTV Terminal Device and removable security functions such as IC card. 
The followings are the specification for TD-SM.

·  An IPTV Terminal Device should be equipped with one interface for TD-SM.

· The interface for TD-SM should be a smart card interface defined in ISO7816-1 [ISO7816-1], ISO 7816-2 [ISO7816-2] and ISO7816-3 [ISO7816-3].

 
2 Proposal
The smart card is a key mode to IPTV service and terminal operation. Besides security function, we propose the smart card (Security Module) should have the following functions:
· The IPTV smart card should follow a common uniform format similar to SIM.

· The IPTV smart card should have the ability to support prepay and postpay mode by enough information.  

· To support CCITT Recommendation E.118, CCITT Recommendation E.164, CCITT Recommendation T. 50, according to charging and numbering needs.
