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Abstract

Document FG IPTV-DOC-0082 contains a collection of terms and their definitions as they could be found in the output documents of the Busan meeting. 

In the latest version of the requirements document (FG IPTV-DOC-0083) three definitions are hidden within requirements. It is proposed to add them to the definitions document:

Definitions

From IPTV_SEC_C_001:

Content Protection: Ensuring that a User can only use Content they have previously acquired in accordance with the rights that they have been granted by the rights holder. 

From IPTV_SEC_T_001:

Terminal Device Protection: Ensuring that a Device employed by a User in the reception of a Service can reliably and securely use Content while enforcing the rights of use granted for that Content, and while physically and electronically protecting the integrity of the Device.

From IPTV_SEC_E_001:

User Privacy Protection: Ensuring that information considered to be private (or confidential) by a User be maintained in confidence, while remaining subject to mandatory disclosure due to legal processes.
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
