Functional requirements
IPTV services for the home use the same CPE as current broadcasting services, so it is necessary to consider the questions of sharing specifications and usability with broadcasting services. These functional requirements are enumerated below.

Item 1.1 is deleted because it is beyond the scope of this document.
Item 1.2 is deleted because Item 1.2 shows Requirements for realizing the division of roles in the business model and it is understandable without its manifestation.


1） Adjustment and consideration of general security requirements for elements of IPTV
2） Protecting content (multimedia services such as television/ video/ audio/ text/ graphics/ data) and its contents rights expression
3） Authentication, licence issuing, and accounting for IPTV service security

4） Network security for secure transmission of content and contents rights expression

5） Terminal device security against attacks illegal use, etc.

6） Subscriber security against unauthorized access and protection of subscriber personal data, etc.

The details these functional requirements are shown in 8.1-8.6.
