FG IPTV colleagues, 
1) ITU-T Q.2/13 reviewed the FG IPTV requirements document at its most recent meeting held in Geneva on the 11 – 21 September 2007.
This document was briefly discussed and it was noted that this document is still work in progress. 
We invite you to organize your outputs in such a fashion to facilitate the assimilation of your document contents into our NGN related draft Recommendations. As far as the FG IPTV requirements document is concerned, requirements and capabilities to support IPTV services in NGN environment are the focus of Q.2/13 work.
We would like as well to bring to your attention that the following concerns were brought up with regards to the FG IPTV requirements document at the Q.2/13 meeting. 
First, in order to have a standalone understandable IPTV requirements document, it is required to include in it some high level information about the IPTV architecture. We would invite you to consider adding sufficient information to make this a standalone document.
Second, we would invite you to consider identifying the key requirements in each technical area which may help to understand the basic objectives in each area of this set of IPTV specifications.  
Third, there was some discussion about the relevance of having NGN, non NGN, and IMS based architectures separated in your documents. If this classification method is used, possibly you may wish to identify the specific IPTV requirements associated with/relevant to each architecture type. 
Fourth, there was some discussion about the relevance and need to define clear interfaces between User, Network Provider, Service Provider and all other different involved parties. This may be of relevance for the application of the various requirements identified in your document. 
2) ITU-T Q.2/13 also briefly reviewed and discussed the IPTV Multicast Framework and the IPTV scenarios documents at that same meeting. It was noted that these documents are still work in progress. 
Similarly to what indicated concerning the FG IPTV requirements document, we would be pleased you to organize your IPTV multicast framework document in such a fashion to facilitate the assimilation of your content into our NGN Multicast related draft Recommendations (Y.ngn-mcastsf, Y.ngn-mcastfa). In particular, identification of the specific requirements and capabilities for support of IPTV services in NGN multicast environment would be helpful for Q.2/13 work.
We look forward seeing your enhanced IPTV services requirements, IPTV multicast framework and IPTV scenarios documents. 
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
