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1 Introduction

But Figure L-1 in Appendix L is not aligning with Figure 9-1: Functional Architecture for IPTV which was revised in Tokyo meeting.  In this contribution, a modified figure is proposed.
2 Discussion and Proposal
At last meeting, figures of IPTV functional architecture were updated. Content Preparation functional block were added to high level figure as well as the relations among the Application Functions were adjusted. See Figure 9-1 below from   FG IPTV-DOC-0148.
