· Consider the support of Home Networking in the Next Generation Network.

· Review the existing international standardisation framework and promote its applications in the deployment of home networking solutions.

· Identify future requirements for international standardisation and collaboration with ITU-T/R Study Groups, ISO/IEC, SDOs, forums, etc.
