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ITU-T FG CarCOM very much appreciated the response from 3GPP2 TSG-C on “Signalling of signal processing capabilities between terminals and networks”. The extent of the problem of tandeming of signal processing functions in cdma2000 networks is not known by FG CarCOM. This problem was originally identified on some GSM networks in Europe. 

FG CarCOM does not have the resources to investigate the extent of the problem in cdma2000 networks. However, if we come across more information pointing to a problem with cdma2000 networks it will certainly be passed along to 3GPP2. It is recommended that 3GPP2 verify that a problem does not currently exist. 
The original liaison from 3GGP2 is provided in Annex 1 for the convenience of ITU-T Q18/16 and Q11/12.

3GPP2 TSG-C thanks ITU-T FG-CarCOM for the Liaison Statement FG CarCOM-LS 2 – E on 14 


"Signalling of signal processing capabilities between terminals and networks." 15 


3GPP2 TSG-C acknowledges that tandem signal processing, such as background noise 16 


suppression and acoustic echo cancellation, should be avoided. However, 3GPP2 TSG-C 17 


believes the signaling mechanism described in the LS from FG-CarCOM would not provide 18 


significant benefit based on our current understanding of audio performance in cdma2000 19 


networks. 20 


3GPP2 TSG-C would appreciate if CarCOM can provide information and data for specific 21 


known examples of audio degradation caused by tandem processing in any current wireless 22 


systems. This information will assist TSG-C to determine if this issue will need to be 23 


reconsidered. 3GPP2 TSG-C also requests CarCOM keep TSG-C informed on their progress in 24 


this area. 25
