concerning the new situation of Hongkong, which became the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region of the People's Republic of China with effect from 1 July 1997 up until which date, in accordance with the Joint Declaration signed on 19 December 1984 by the two countries, international responsibility for Hongkong vis-à-vis the Instruments of the Union lay with the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland.

Your Excellency,


	I am instructed by the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the People’s Republic of China, with reference to the continued participation of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region of the People’s Republic of China in the activities of the International Telecommunication Union (hereinafter referred to as the ITU) as from 1 July 1997, to inform Your Excellency of the following declaration of the Government of the People’s Republic of China:


	In accordance with the Joint Declaration of the Government of the People’s Republic of China and the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland on the Question of Hong Kong signed in Beijing on 19 December 1984, the People’s Republic of China will resume the exercise of sovereignty over Hong Kong with effect from 1 July 1997. Hong Kong as an inalienable part of the territory of the People’s Republic of China will, with effect from that date, become a Special Administrative Region of the People’s Republic of China and enjoy a high degree of autonomy, except in foreign and defence affairs, which are the responsibilities of the Central People’s Republic of China. The People’s Republic of China will assume international responsibility for the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region. 


	I am also instructed to declare that the People’s Republic of China is a member of the ITU, that its membership shall include the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region and that the Constitution and Convention of the International Telecommunication Union will apply to the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region with effect from 1 July 1997. Accordingly, the Government of the People’s Republic of China declares that, with effect from 1 July 1997, representatives of the Government of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region may participate as members of the delegation of the Government of the People’s Republic of China in matters relating to the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region and Administrative Conferences of the ITU. Recognized private operating agencies of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region may participate in meetings of the Telecommunication Standardization Sector, Radiocommunication Sector and Telecommunication Development Sector. The Hong Kong Special Administrative Region may maintain its separate tele�commu�nications authority. The competent telecommunications department of the Chinese Government shall register the frequency used by Hong Kong with the International Telecommu�nication Union pursuant to the procedures laid down in the International Telecommu�nication Convention. The radio station and frequency data formerly declared and registered  for Hong Kong by the competent department of Britain (which will be separately submitted by the competent telecommunication department of China) will be transferred from under Britain to under China.
