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CyberSecurity is a very complex topic that usually makes it difficult to define and elaborate on with a simple approach.

It is fundamental to understand that CyberSecurity is a culture that has to involve all stakeholders (local and International), as processes in today’s world are very interlinked.

It is very encouraging to see that a lot of work is being done by ITU-T to help its members to understand the importance of dealing with CyberSecurity by defining a legal framework that enhances confidence in using the Internet, as it is becoming more and more critical for our countries' economical and social development strategies. Awareness towards end-users will be critical to the success of any measure in this area.

and the implementation of CIRT/CERT will be a significant element to improve multi-stakeholder cooperation on the matter.

This being said, it is important to keep in mind that security starts from basic good practices. It is shown that in our region, many CyberSecurity issues are due to human factors such mis- configuration of services and/or equipments, outdated software, and lack of proper monitoring of services. Legal framework has to be seen as a tool that only comes on top of the good technical practices.
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
