Guidelines for the development and “Consent” of draft new Recommendations in ITU-T SG 9
(6 February 2009)
Note that the following guidelines document the SG9’s general procedures for consenting Recommendations under AAP. The process in A.8 is noted as the official ITU-T process and the following contains only SG9 practices.
The guidelines were agreed to at the SG 9 meeting in October 2006 and have been used ever since in SG 9. The SG 9 management team reviewed them during the SG 9 meeting (Geneva, 2-6 February 2009) and revised them for use during the study period of 2009 -2012. These Guidelines were agreed to by SG9 at its meeting on 6 February 2009.

a)
The Study Group should keep the Work Programme fully up-to-date at each meeting indicating clearly when “consent” is expected for each draft Recommendation. However, it is recognized that Rapporteurs in further progressing the work, may in the interval between Study Group meetings propose additional draft Recommendations for “consent”.

b) To the extent possible, the aim should be to have a stable draft of the Recommendation available at the Study Group meeting prior to the meeting where “consent” is being requested.

c)
When the Study Group Chairman, in consultation with the Vice-Chairmen and the appropriate Rapporteurs, and based on the Study Group Work Programme, believes that a draft Recommendation is close to maturity, such a draft Recommendation should be posted as Contribution or Temporary Document at least four weeks before the Study Group meeting where “consent” is expected.

d) The SG 9 Chairman, in consultation with the Vice-Chairmen and the appropriate Rapporteurs, will prepare a list of those draft Recommendations for which consent is planned, in conformity with the AAP procedure (Recommendation A.8). This list should be produced in the report of the study group meeting prior to the meeting where “consent” is expected.  

e)
A revised list will be issued by the SG9 Chairman, based upon the work at the previous Study Group meeting and upon work advanced at Rapporteur group meetings, no later than two weeks before the meeting where “consent” is expected on the Study Group e-mail exploder list and by means of a Temporary Document.
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
