3 CONTENT

6.2 Plenary

Normally in GSC meetings, there are two Plenary sessions (Opening and Closing) foreseen in order to:


· Exchange and discuss the state and progress of the global standards environment,

· Present and discuss Contributions (i.e., presentations) on the Plenary HISs in panel format,
· Present and discuss Contributions on New and Novel Topics(N&N) 
· Address issues of common interest (including addition/removal of HISs),

· Approve the Communiqué,

· Ratify the Resolutions, and

· Approve the Meeting Report.
(2) Add new clause 7.5 for New and Novel Topics description

7.5 New and Novel Topics (N&N)
· New and Novel Topics are defined as topics which are not yet established as HIS but could become future standardization theme of common interest for GSC-members, to be presented at Plenarys; 
· HoDs conference call should call for paper to submit proposals(presentation) on N&N;
· The proposal for presentations would have to be submitted early enough, so that HoDs would decide the adoption of them on the last Conference Call just prior to GSC meeting;

· The session for N&N could also be a platform for selected observers to make presentations. However, an observer organization must not give a status report.
