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Question 26/16 (Accessibility) and Question 4/2 (Human Factors) considered your liaison at a joint meeting. We did not have time to make a full reply about the accessibility aspects of Y.NGN-vehicle but we will continue the work and make a fuller reply later. 
In the interim, we considered it important that any means of communication between the vehicle and its occupants be accessible to all. For example, if a traffic accident occurred and the emergency services were automatically informed then any electronic communication from the emergency services to the occupants of the vehicle should be available on a text display as well as by audio. 

We would encourage you to use our Accessibility Checklist (http://itu.int/pub/T-TUT-FSTP-2006-TACL) in your work; it may help you to envisage other scenarios, and lead to further improvements in accessibility.
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
