2. Preparation 
For the first time MAG meeting was open to observers – contributions however could be made by representatives of international organizations and of some civil societies/private sectors – N.B. : During the next MAG meeting sometime in May 2011 European Presidency may request IGF Secretariat for participation in the meeting (more  than observer status).

3. The Sixth Annual Meeting of the IGF
It  will be held on 27-30 September 2011.
