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1. Background

First of all, IEC/TC 100 thanks ITU-T Study Group 5 for sending us two liaison statements, on October 25 and November 14, respectively.  TC 100 received two documents: COM5_LS_025.doc (Liaison statement on power feeding systems) and GEN_237rev4.doc (draft Recommendation L.1000).
IEC/TC 100 is developing the following three documents relevant to ITU-T Q21/5:

1) PT62637-1: 2mm barrel battery charging interface for small hand held multimedia devices - Part 1: Specification (TA1), at ACDV (preparing CDV) stage,

2) PT62637-2: 2mm barrel battery charging interface for small hand held multimedia devices - Part 2: 2 mm barrel type interface conformance testing (TA1), at ACDV (preparing CDV) stage, and

3) PNW 100-1642 Ed. 1.0: Micro USB battery charging interface for small hand-held multimedia devices, at PNW (Proposed New Work) stage.

TC 100 Secretary visited USB IF (Implementers Forum) Office mid December 2009 for the meeting with three USF IF key members, Mr. Jeff Ravencraft (Chairman and President), Mr. Ed Beeman (Technical Editor) and Ms. Traci Donnell (Executive Director).  After this meeting, USB IF agreed to submit its “battery charging specification” to IEC TC 100 in order to upgrade from a forum standard to an International Standard.

USB IF specifications may not be recognized as Normative References in ITU-T Recommendations, considering ITU-T Recommendation A.5. After IEC TC 100 standardization process is completed, USB-IF Battery Charging specification can be referred as a Normative Reference through IEC IS number.
2. Liaison statement from IEC Technical Committee 100 to ITU-T Study Group 5

TC 100 informs ITU-T Study Group 5 the following IEC activities:

After PNW 100-1642 is approved, TC 100 will start the international standardization process based on USB IF Battery Charging Interface.  USB IF will lead the Project Leader as the Project Leader. 

TC 100 will choose the fastest procedure for making an IEC International Standard from USB IF specification.

In addition, TC 100 is always welcome any request from ITU-T Study Group 5 if you have any other issue to be standardized in IEC TC 100.

On power feeding system, TC 100 advises ITU-T SG 5 to contact IEC SMB Strategic Group 4 (SMB/SG 4).  This group is responsible for “LVDC distribution systems up to 1500V DC in relation to energy efficiency.”
Please note that IEC defines DC up to 1500 Volts as LVDC (Low Voltage DC).
