Referencing MEF documents

The output documents of the Metro Ethernet Forum are referred to as Technical Specifications, Implementation Agreements, or Test Specifications. The information that should be included in the ITU-T member contribution, following the format in Appendix I, includes items 1-10 below:

1
A clear description of the MEF Technical Specification, Implementation Agreement, or Test Specification. Including:



type of document: MEF has three document types which are Technical Specifications, Implementation Agreements, or Test Specifications.


identification number: Each MEF document is identified by the three letters “MEF” followed by a simple integer number assigned the MEF document on approval.


title: The title of the document as specified on the document cover page.


date of approval: as specified on the document cover page

Status of approval. An approved MEF Technical Specification, Implementation Agreement, or Test Specification has passed an electronic letter ballot as described under 9.6. All approved MEF documents are published via the MEF public WEB as described in 9.7.
3
Justification for the specific reference (including why incorporation of the full text in the Recommendation is inappropriate).
4
Current information, if any, about Intellectual Property Rights (including patents, copyrights, trademarks). All approved MEF documents are copyrighted by the MEF and are published electronically with MEF trademarks. The MEF maintains information on know use of intellectual property. See section 9.5.

5
Other useful information describing the "quality" of the document (e.g. length of time it has existed, whether products have been implemented using it, whether conformance requirements are clear, whether the specification is readily and widely available).

6
The degree of stability or maturity of the documents: Only an “Approved” MEF document may be referenced. MEF does not have varying degrees of approval or document maturity.
7
Relationship of the MEF Technical Specification, Implementation Agreement, or Test Specification with other existing or emerging documents.

8
When a MEF document is referenced in an ITU‑T Recommendation, all explicit references within the referenced document should also be listed.

9
Qualification of MEF: The MEF was recognized under the provisions of ITU-T Recommendation A.5 on 24 September 2002. Qualifying information is on file with TSB.

The IPR policy of the MEF may be found in Article 10 of the MEF Bylaws which are available on the MEF public WEB site http://www.metroethernetforum.org/ .

9.6
All MEF Technical Specifications, Implementation Agreements, and Test Specifications are approved by an electronic letter ballot of all MEF members. For a MEF document to pass an electronic letter ballot at least a quorum of members (defined by the MEF bylaws as 1/3 of the MEF membership) must vote Yes or No. In addition, of the Yes plus No votes at least 75% of the votes must be Yes.
