Introduction

A meeting of the Standardization Committee on Vocabulary (SCV) was held 4 November 2010; this meeting was conducted virtually via an audio conference bridge and a webinar to display the presentations to the remote participants. Nabil Kisrawi (Syria, Arab Republic of) led the discussions of this meeting in his capacity as Chairman of this committee.  The list of participants is indicated in Annex 1 to this report.

Executive Summary

This virtual meeting of SCV included 11 participants from 5 Administrations.  It was reported that extraction of terminology from ITU-T Recommendations has been completed for all ITU-T A-series, ITU-T D-series and ITU-T Z-series Recs. that were approved between 2005 and today.  The group agreed to consider collaboration with IEC to revise the “IEV Online”, which has not been updated for Telecommunication terminology for almost 20 years.

Salient discussion

3.1
Discussion of input documents

SCV-05 contained a report of the plenary meeting of ISO/IEC JTC1 convened from 18-22 October 2009.  Its contents were presented by Olivier Dubuisson and it indicated the items discussed by ISO/IEC JTC 1 that are relevant to ITU-T SCV.  The discussion revealed interest in having the TSB Engineer-Editor participate in the IT Vocabulary Maintenance Team.
3.2
Status of online terminology database
At previous meetings TSB has made presentations and a demonstration of a tool to extract terminology from ITU-T Recommendations for insertion into the ITU terminology database (http://www.itu.int/ITU-R/go/terminology-database).  In the current meeting Greg Ratta indicated that the work has progressed to the stage of testing the interface between the TSB tool and the online database.  Within the last several weeks, TSB has successfully extracted and uploaded all the terms from ITU-T A-series, ITU-T D-series and ITU-T Z-series Recommendations that were approved between 2005 and today.  (As a reminder, the ITU terminology database already contains all the terms from ITU-T Recommendations published through 2005.)
As a result of the positive completion of the testing, TSB will now begin populating the database with terms as ITU-T Recommendations complete the publication process.  Concerning the remainder of the terms defined between 2005 and the current time in about 1000 documents, Greg indicated that they would be uploaded on a best-effort basis.  His emphasis will be to capture first the terms defined in the in-force Recommendations.
3.3
Other business

TSB Engineer-Editor indicated that he has received an indication that IEC TC 1 is executing a periodic review of the terminology presented in IEV Online related to telecommunications (and radio communications).  TSB was asked if ITU-T and ITU-R were interested in assisting with the decision to revise, withdraw or affirm the existing definitions.  Since the last time terms were entered by ITU-T was before its name changed from CCITT, TSB Engineer-Editor suggested that the technology of the industry has evolved sufficiently to need a careful consideration of the terms indicated.  This opinion was emphasized by the Chairman and shared by others in the meeting.
IEV Online may be found at the following website: http://www.electropedia.org/iev/iev.nsf/Welcome?OpenForm.  The terms are structured by “subject areas” on that site.  The subject areas of relevance to ITU-T are indicated within the table in Annex 2 to this report.  Also indicated in that table are the Study Groups believed to be impacted by each subject area.  TSB Engineer-Editor presented an initial mapping of Study Groups to subject areas and the discussion indicated a desire to modify that mapping.  It was agreed to review the mapping as part of the review and approval of the meeting report;  Annex 2 represents the view of the participants of the meeting.
It was recognised that the review, and possible revision, of the terms and definitions within IEV Online would be a long term project.  TSB was requested to work with BR to develop a draft work plan to achieve the review and possible revision.  SCV will review that plan and consider it for its next meeting.
It was agreed that SCV Chairman could send a liaison through the TSB to IEC indicating the interest of the ITU-T in supporting the activity of IEC TC 1 and that further communication will be forthcoming.
4.
Summary of action items

The following, future actions were agreed by the participants:

1. TSB is to continue to extract terminology from ITU-T Recommendations and update the ITU Terminology database.
2. TSB, in collaboration with BR, is to prepare a draft work plan for reviewing of the terminology presented in IEV Online related to telecommunications (and radio communications).
3. All participants are to review the draft work plan identified above for discussion and agreement, as modified by the discussion, at the next meeting.
4. Chairman is to send a courtesy liaison to IEC TC 1 and IEC TC 100, indicating the interest of ITU-T in supporting its activity.

Next meeting

SCV participants agreed to convene a virtual meeting in February 2011.  The Chairman proposes that this be scheduled on 7 February to allow those participating also in TSAG to meet face-to-face.
