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1. Introduction

The 8th meeting of the Joint Coordination Activity on Cloud Computing (JCA-Cloud) was held on 25 June 2013 in Geneva, alongside the set of Rapporteur Groups activities of Study Group 13 (17 – 28 June 2013, Geneva). The JCA-Cloud Chairman was not available for this meeting and per her request the meeting was convened by the Acting Chairman, Mr Jamil Chawki (Orange, France). The agenda was issued as Doc 89 Rev.1/JCA-Cloud. It was reviewed and approved by the meeting. 
2. Previous meeting report review

The meeting reviewed and approved the notes of the previous meeting (19 April 2013, Geneva) as appears in Doc 88/JCA-Cloud. 
3. Status of JCA-Cloud per the decision of the last TSAG
TSAG at its meeting of 4 – 7 June 2013 endorsed the continuation of JCA-Cloud with revised terms of reference as proposed by JCA-Cloud (TD 14 (GEN/TSAG)) and with ITU-T SG13 as its parent. Ms Monique Morrow (Cisco Systems, USA) continues in her role as the Chairman of JCA-Cloud.
4. Overview of the ITU-T cloud computing activities since the last JCA-Cloud meeting
The WP2/13 Chairman, Mr Jamil Chawki, reported progress in SG13 Questions on Cloud Computing. This mainly based on the final tuning before requesting consent for the three new ITU-T Recommendations and some new work in progress:
a. Q17/13, Cloud computing ecosystem, general requirements, and capabilities
· Y.3501, DaaS;
b. Q18/13, Cloud functional architecture, infrastructure and networking 
· Y.3510, NaaS, IaaS, CCIC;
c. Q19/13, End-to-end Cloud computing service and resource management
· Y.3520, Y.e2ecslm, Y.e2ecmrgb.
He also reported the progress in Collaborative Teams meetings (ITU-T SG13 & ISO/IEC JTC1 SC38).  The development of the common text in each CT on cloud computing overview and vocabulary and cloud computing reference architecture respectively is underway as follows:

c.   CD/Draft Rec Comments for 
24th August
Participants were invited to the next CTs meeting that will be held on 23 - 27 September 2013 in Kobe, Japan. 

SG17 Advisor, Mr Martin Euchner, informed the meeting about the progress in SG17 Question on Cloud Computing Security. SG17 work in this domain was mainly focused on draft new Recommendation X.ccsec that experienced the change of the scope and title and thus its development is approaching its end in a form of determination. New work is underway on the network cloud computing control that is the new piece of joint work with ISO/IEC JTC1 SC27. In addition, participants were invited to join the Q8/17 Rapporteur group meeting on 8 – 10 July 2013 in China.
Security requirements for cloud commuting is another new portion of work in SG17. That was previously developed as part of X.ccsec.

The meeting was informed that the revised Question 8/17 “Cloud computing security” was endorsed by the last TSAG meeting (June 2013).
5. Documentation for the meeting

Doc 90 “LS/i/r from MEF on Cloud Computing standards roadmap (ref: JCA-Cloud-LS 12 and 15)” is a reply to JCA-Cloud liaison and it proposes two work items for inclusion into the roadmap. They are on Carrier Ethernet Services for Cloud Use Cases and Management Interface Profile. Those were agreed for inclusion into the roadmap. 

6. Cloud computing security work separation between SGs 13 and 17

Under this agenda item the meeting convener pointed out that TSAG had endorsed the separation and collaboration of cloud computing security work between SG13 and SG17 as shown in TD 35 (GEN/TSAG). This agreement in particular states the following about the common projects tasks:
a. Generic security requirements based on threat analysis and use cases and to allocate it as a common project with SG13 as principal.
b. Security requirements for cloud computing solutions and mechanisms based on use cases/threat analysis, taking into account generic security requirements and allocate it as a common project with SG17 as principal and X.ccsec listed as existing work.
A possible Collaborative Interchange on cloud security is under discussion between SG17 and ISO IEC JTC1 SC 27.
7. Cloud computing roadmap 

Doc 91 Rev.1 “4th Revision of Cloud Computing Standards Roadmap on June 2013” by the Editor represents the revision to the ongoing project in JCA-Cloud that is called the cloud computing roadmap.
The Editor, Mr Kangchan Lee (ETRI, Republic of Korea) walked the meeting participants though this roadmap highlighting
· Updated texts of ITU-T SG13 and collaborative teams according to the change of the status
· Addition of 2 new deliverables from Metro Ethernet Forum (MEF) per Doc 90
He mentioned also the open items to be finalized:

-    Analysis of deliverable to provide its activity domain categorization to be filled in; 
       -    Maintain the publicly published roadmap at JCA-Cloud homepage (based on Appendix B)

· ISO/IEC JTC 1 SC 27 deliverables (Doc 59) : required to rearrange related projects to apply the form

Mr Kangchan Lee invited the JCA-Cloud participants to review the current version of the roadmap and provide missing/updated information. In addition, he suggested that this revision is required to be circulated to JCA-Cloud liaison representatives. To this end, the outgoing liaison statement inviting further inputs to the ITU-T cloud computing roadmap was agreed for dissemination as shown in Doc 92 “LS/o on Invitation to contribute to the cloud computing roadmap population”.
All the agreed new inputs to the roadmap are reflected in the Doc 91 Rev.1. Furthermore, the meeting agree to up-date the web according to this version. 
A plie was made by the roadmap Editor to encourage everybody to provide the pointer to the document, candidate for inclusion into the roadmap. 
8. Discussion on Roadmap review and future use 

At the closure of the meeting an issue of the future use of the cloud computing roadmap was raised and discussed. The opinion was expressed that besides a very good exercise in collecting the information, there will be time to go further to the analysis of all available subjects under study in order to promote collaborative work and to avoid duplication of efforts between JCA cloud SDO partners. However, such a task will depend on the replies from SGs and SDOs. As an example, the current cloud computing work on architecture in SG2 should be carefully examined from the perspective of avoiding of duplication with the work currently performed in SG13 WP2 and the collaborative team on cloud computing with ISO IEC JTC1 SC38.
9. Relationship with the other JCAs and SDOs
Doc 0/JCA-Cloud represents the list of current JCA-Cloud members. The meeting agreed to nominate Mr Mark Jeffrey (Microsoft, USA) as the CT-CCVOCAB representative per his Editor’s role and Mr Dan Druta (AT&T, Vice-chairman of CSF) as an ATIS Cloud Service Forum representative. 
10. Participants

According to the list of participants the meeting attracted 23 participants whose names may be found in Doc 93/JCA-Cloud “List of participants”. Five out of them joined the meeting using the remote participation tools.
11. Next meeting

Next JCA-Cloud meeting will be held on 29 August 2013, 14:30 – 16:00 in Geneva alongside of Study Group 17 meeting.
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
