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JCA-Cloud greets JCA on Plenipotentiary Resolution 178 ‘Technical Aspects of Telecommunication Networks to support the Internet’ and appreciates its efforts on collecting the initial information from the ITU-T in order to start its work per the designated terms of reference.  

JCA-Cloud is working on coordination of Cloud Computing (CC) issue which is mainly based on IP technology and related network capabilities.

So JCA-Cloud is of the opinion that all of works on Cloud Computing in ITU-T should be of relevance to the Internet, so this should be taken into consideration in your work.

All the detailed developments of Cloud Computing should be referred to SG13 as a lead Study Group on cloud computing as well as SG2 on management aspect, SG11 on protocol aspects and SG17 on security aspect.
