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A new liaison statement has been received from SG 16.
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ITU-T Question 28/16 is pleased to inform you that it has held a successful meeting during IPTV‑GSI as part of Study Group 16 in Geneva, 14-18 January 2013.
During this meeting, Q28/16 has agreed to initiate two new work items: H.IDGPHS “Interoperability design guidelines for personal health systems” and H.MEDX “Multimedia e‑health data exchange services: Architecture, services and data dictionary”.
H.IDGPHS is expected to contain references to the standards and specifications selected for ensuring interoperability of devices for personal health systems. It also contains additional Design Guidelines for interoperability that further clarify these standards and specifications by reducing options in the underlying standard or specification or by adding a feature missing in the underlying standard or specification. Its major contributor is Continua Health Alliance.  
H.MEDX is expected to specify a common health schema, a service description and a system architecture for a health data exchange that allows an exchange of health data between a health provider, a controlling function and patient. It will define a common health schema to form a common language for all participants in the health system to exchange information and a service layer to describe the format and mechanism for exchanging health information.
We believe these two new work items will constitute an important contribution to the e-health community. 
For your information, ITU-T Q28/16 will meet in South Africa, April/May 2013, (exact date and venue are to be confirmed) and in Geneva, 22-24 June or 1-5 July 2013 as part of IPTV-GSI.
