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1. Opening from JCA-CIT Chairman
The seventh meeting of the ITU-T Joint Coordination Activity on Conformity and Interoperability Testing (JCA-CIT) took place at ITU Headquarters in Geneva on 7 December 2015 during the ITU-T SG11 meeting (2-11 December 2015).

It’s necessary to note that 48 participants have been registered for the meeting. The full list of registered participants is available on the web.
The meeting started at 14:30 and was chaired by Mr Martin Brand (Chairman of JCA-CIT, AT1, Austria) and assisted by Mr Denis Andreev (Secretariat of JCA-CIT, TSB).
2. Approval of the agenda
The Agenda of the meeting was approved without changes and it is available in JCA-CIT-I-107 (reproduced in Annex 1). Meeting documents relevant to the meeting can be found at the JCA-CIT web source (reproduced in Annex 2).
3. Brief reports about the implementation of the ITU C&I Programme

1. Mr Denis Andreev (TSB) gave a presentation on the current ITU-T activities on C&I, providing a brief overview of the C&I outcomes which are available on the ITU C&I portal (www.itu.int/go/citest).

Among other results, he highlighted the following key outcomes: Conformity Product Database, test events, pilot projects, ITU-T CASC, including the ITU T’s recognition procedure, Internet speed measurements, living lists and some standardization activities on conformance testing (e.g. VoLTE, SIP-IMS, benchmarking, etc.).

[JCA-CIT action] Participants appreciated TSB for provided details. TSB was also requested to reflect the relevant C&I outcomes, wherever it is possible, on the C&I portal and to provide the brief overview of current C&I activities at the next JCA-CIT meetings using the C&I portal.
4. Discussion of incoming Liaison statements (LSs)
The Chairman presented the list of incoming liaison statements which have been submitted for action and information (see Annex 2). After presenting all these documents Chairman highlighted that as the meeting of JCA-CIT was taking place during the SG11 meeting (2-11 December 2015) all these documents have been already discussed at the particular WPs of SG11. Bearing in mind that there were no additional comments, it was agreed to take all of these LSs for information.
5. List of official liaison officers

The Chairman informed participants that there are no changes to the list of official liaison officers in JCA-CIT (the current list is available in JCA-CIT-0-012).
6. Discussion points according to JCA-CIT ToR (JCA-CIT-I-012)
According to JCA-CIT ToR participants discussed several items which were related to C&I activities:
1. Mr João Alexandre Zanon (Anatel, Brasil) gave a presentation on “Combat of Counterfeit ICT Devices Conformity as a Tool” (JCA-CIT-I-103). This presentation provides the Brazilian Scenario on using conformity assessment as one of the possible solutions to combat counterfeiting.

He also drew the attention of the participants to Resolution 188 of PP-14 and the results of the discussion which took place at the ITU event on combating counterfeiting ICT devices (November 2014), as follows:

· Resolution 188 instructs “Directors of the ITU Bureaux to assist Member States in addressing their concerns with respect to counterfeit telecommunication/ICT devices through information sharing at regional or global level, including conformity assessment systems”
· ITU event – “Recognized by the participants that the whole ICT industry is affected by counterfeiting, the importance of ICTs as a tool to combat counterfeiting of not only ICT devices, but also counterfeiting of products in other industries”.
[JCA-CIT action] Participants agreed to recommend SG11 to take into account the presented material for their further studies on combating counterfeiting and conformity assessment. The provided presentation was taken for information.

2. Mr Kaoru Kenyoshi (Vice-chairman SG11, NEC, Japan) introduced the Report of the 3rd APT/ITU C&I event. He confirmed that the APT region expressed great interest in this particular event as it was attended by 114 participants and 9 companies provided their technical solutions for testing/showcasing. This event included three sub-events: testing, showcasing and Workshop. Most presentations of the Workshop were focused on new technologies (e.g. Optical Cable Solutions, Smart City, Fiber Sensors, Carrier SDN solutions) and C&I activities (e.g. IPTV, NGN e2e service interoperability) which have become of interest for APT’s region. He also mentioned that the APT meeting discussed the future plan of the event and agreed that the  C&I coordination committee will discuss the detailed plan of the next action on APT C&I at the ASTAP-27 in March 2016.
[JCA-CIT action] Participants appreciated the presenter and asked him to provide the details of the future APT event on this subject at the next JCA-CIT meeting if it will be available. The provided report was taken for information.
3. Regarding the maintenance of a living list of key technologies (www.itu.int/go/key-technologies) suitable for conformity and interoperability testing and ongoing pilot projects (www.itu.int/go/pilot-projects) directed to the conformity assessment against ITU Recommendations, the Chairman informed about key updates which were done during ITU-T SG11 meeting.

Finally, the Chairman of JCA-CIT expressed his high appreciation to all ITU-T SGs for their activities in C&I and invited liaison officers to inform participants about C&I issues which are under study in SGs. He emphasized that JCA-CIT will continue to assist SG11 to follow up the implementation of the first two pillars of the ITU C&I Programme.
The Chairman also asked other interested parties to collaborate more actively and to contribute inputs to the next JCA-CIT meetings.
