	At the March 1998 meeting, WP 9D concluded that the 8 dB e.i.r.p. reduction clause in Annex 7 to RR Appendix 30 is no longer necessary as far as the fixed service is concerned.


	This conclusion was sent as a liaison statement to JWP 10-11S and the IRG. A copy of this original liaison statement is attached.


	The GTE has requested that SG 9 confirms the conclusion of WP 9D. WP 9D has reconfirmed this conclusion at the meeting held in October 1998.

Liaison statement FROM WORKING PARTY 9D to �Joint Working Party 10-11S and the IRG


Frequency sharing between the fixed service and the broadcasting-satellite service in the 12 GHz band�(Annex 7 to RR Appendix 30)





	A contribution submitted from one administration to the March 1998 meeting of Working Party 9D informed that Joint Working Party 10-11S has reached a preliminary conclusion that the 8 dB e.i.r.p. reduction clause in Annex 7 to RR Appendix 30 may not be necessary to protect terrestrial services (see Document IRG 98-1/4, 10-11S/TEMP/15(Rev.1)).


	Working Party 9D considered this issue, taking into account that the Regions 1 and 3 plan revised by the WRC-97 adopted BSS satellite e.i.r.p. which is 5 dB smaller than that of the WARC-77. In addition, it was felt that the provisions of Annex 1 to RR Appendix 30 will adequately protect the operational and planned FS systems.


	In view of the above factors, Working Party 9D came to a unanimous conclusion that the 8 dB reduction in Annex 7 to RR Appendix 30 is no longer necessary, as far as the fixed service is concerned.
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
