Introduction

ITU-2000 Recommendation R1 recommends that, to promote cooperation within ITU as appropriate between Sector Members and Member States, each of them should have well-defined rights and obligations in conformity with the modified basic instruments of the Union.

Australia hereby proposes a draft new Resolution, Rights of Sector Members, for consideration by RAG.

DRAFT NEW RESOLUTION ITU-R X-X

Rights of Sector Members

The ITU Radiocommunication Assembly,

considering

a)
that the rights and obligations of Member States and Sector Members are stated in Article 3 of the Constitution;

b)
that the Plenipotentiary Conference (Minneapolis, 1998) implemented many of the ITU‑2000 recommendations,

resolves

1
that in respect of their participation in activities of the Union, Sector Members shall be entitled to participate fully in the activities of the Sector of which they are members, subject to relevant provisions of the Constitution and the Convention; 

2
that they may provide Chairpersons and Vice-Chairpersons of Radiocommunication Sector assemblies and meetings; 

3
that they shall be entitled, subject to the relevant provisions of the Convention and relevant decisions adopted in this regard by a Plenipotentiary Conference, to take part in the adoption of Questions and Recommendations and in decisions relating to the working methods and procedures of the Sector concerned; and

4
that they shall not have the right to vote where the approval process for questions and recommendations as in Resolution 82 (PP-98) has been adopted, by the Radiocommunication Sector.
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
